
WESTERN PIKE COUNTY TOUR: 
 
Attractions: 
• Pike Lake State Park 
• Pike State Forest 
• Buckeye Trail (Sinking Spring and Scioto Trail Sections) 
• Cave Lake 
• Long’s Retreat 
• Eager Inn 
• Kincaid Hatchery 
 
Approximate Distance:  47 miles round trip 
 
Driving Directions: 
• At the junction of State Route 32 and US Route 23 continue straight on State 

Route 32 West / State Route 124 West (5.9 miles). 
• Turn right to continue on State Route 124 West (3.8 miles) 

 
Eager Inn and Park Area: 

o To get to Eager Inn – Turn right onto Morgans Fork Road (3.8 miles). The 
inn is located at the intersection of Morgans Fork Road and Pike Lake 
Road. 

o To access Pike Lake State Park, Pike State Forest, and the Buckeye Trail, 
- Turn right onto Morgans Fork Road (3.8 miles) and then turn left onto  
Pike Lake Road. 
 
Cave Lake and Long’s Retreat: 

o To get to Cave Lake and Long’s Retreat continue straight on State Route 
124 West for 9 more miles. Turn right onto Bell Hollow Road. Both 
attractions are just a short distance down Bell Hollow Road.  

 

• Return to the main tour by back tracking on State Route 124 and State Route 
32 to US Route 23. 
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
